INSTALLATION

Tools Required:
- Screwdriver and Drilling tools.

Wall Mount
- Open the fixture by loosening the screw at the bottom of the fixture. [1]

- Attach the gasket to the back of the rear housing. [2]

- Prepare the rear housing for installation by drilling the appropriate holes. [3]

- Mount the rear housing at desired location using the appropriate screws.
Ensure that the top, both sides and the mounting holes that are touching the
wall are sealed with silicone.

- Hang the front housing on to the anti-drop screw attached on the rear

housing and make appropriate wiring connections as per wiring diagram. [4]

- Hook the front housing back to the rear housing. [5]

- Close the front housing and tighten the bottom screw.
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CCT SELECTABLE SWITCH
- CCT selectable switch is accessed inside the fixture housing. Can be set at
3000K/4000K/5000K CCT. CCT select

Note:
- Photocell can be disconnected by cutting and capping (separately) the wires
connected to photocell.
WIRING

Check that the line voltage is correct.

Connect fixture GROUND (green) wire to power supply GROUND (green) wire.

Connect fixture WHITE wire to power supply NEUTRAL wire.

Connect fixture BLACK wire to power supply LINE wire.

The fixture includes 0-10V dimming functionality, connect GREY or PINK and

VIOLET wires to a 0-10V dimming controller (optional).
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
