INSTALLATION 

Tools Required:  Adjustable Wrench  

Note: Installation is similar for all bollard heads:  

Surface Mount 
1. Separate the bollard shaft and the base by loosening the screws at the bottom using the provided Allen key. [1]  

2. Assemble the anchor bolt carrier and place the anchor bolts in concrete, with at least 1-1/2 ~2” protruding from concrete 

with threads free and clear of debris and dirt. [2] 

3. Place bollard base over anchor bolts and tighten nuts to secure the base. [3] 

4. Make wire connection as per wiring diagram on page 2, using the 5-port terminal block on the support bracket. [4]  

5. Reattach the bollard shaft to the base and tighten the set screws.

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CCT, Power, and PC Select Switches:  
1. Separate the bollard head and the shaft by loosening the set screws using provided Allen key. [1] 

2. Select the desired CCT, Power, and Photocell ON/OFF by adjusting the DIP switches. The CCT selectable switch can be set to 

3000K, 4000K, and 5000K CCT. The power can be set to 14W, 19W, or 24W. The default settings are 24W, 4000K, and 

Photocell ON. [2]

WIRING  

• Check that the line voltage is correct.  

• Connect fixture GROUND (green) wire to power supply GROUND (green) wire. 

• Connect fixture WHITE wire to power supply NEUTRAL wire. 

• Connect fixture BLACK wire to power supply LINE wire. 

• The fixture includes 0-10V dimming functionality, connect VIOLET and PINK wires to a 

0-10V dimming controller (optional). If dimming wires are not VIOLET and PINK, follow 

labels on wires. 
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
